Welcome to 100 Women Who Care Burlington - a giving circle of 
like-minded women who are committed to making a difference in 
our community.

The concept is simple yet the impact is substantial. Every member 
(or team) commits to donating $100 at each of our 4, one hour 
meetings per year.  At the meetings, three randomly selected 
local charities are presented, all who have been nominated by our 
members. We learn about each of these 3 organizations - their 
Mission, who they serve and why, as well as how, if selected, our 
donations would be applied. Members then vote and one charity 
becomes the recipient of choice for the meeting, resulting in a 
collective, impactful gift. With 100 women as members, our goal is 
to generate $10,000 of donations in one hour! There is no doubt that 

together our impact is much greater than it would be through individual donations

Over the past several years we have learned much about the growing needs in our community and 
we often find deciding which charity to support is very difficult. Needs are great and there are many 
charities doing wonderful work, their challenges are many and funding is essential. Interestingly, we 
often later learn that our donated funds came to the charity at a crucial time for the organizations 
selected. It is empowering to learn about our community while it’s also encouraging and rewarding to 
know our contributions are having a positive impact.

Since 2014, collectively we have contributed over $184,000 to 32 local charities and we’re happy to say 
that 100% of the money raised at our meetings goes directly to the charities selected.

Our next meeting is Tuesday April 26, 2022 at 7:15 p.m (virtual meeting). We would love to have you join 
us and help increase the impact of this giving circle. 100 Women Who Care Burlington is open to all 
women who commit to donating $100 four times per year.  Women can join as individuals or create a 
team of up to 4 members. Visitors are always welcome!
